Join us at the “Butterfly House” for a spectacular encounter with hundreds of live 
butterflies from North America, Central America and Asia in a beautiful, indoor garden 
setting.

Tour A)  Tour the Maumee Bay and Confined Disposal Facilities  
 

 
 
 
The M/V Sandpiper operated by Harbor Light Cruise Lines departs from the Jefferson 
Street Dock in Promenade Park in Downtown Toledo.   
 
The M/V Sandpiper was built in 1984 in Maumee, Ohio.  She has spent her entire career 
plying the waters of the Maumee River, however she has paid a visit to Monroe, 
Michigan and many Detroit River locations.  Constructed of welded steel and is inspected 
annually by the U.S. Coast Guard. The boat is 65 feet long and can accommodate a party 
of 60 people.  Restrooms, bench seats are on board.    
 
The tour will view granary, downtown, King Bridge, Marina District, Skyway Bridge, 
Shipyard, US Army Corps of Engineers annual dredging of the shipping channel in the 
Maumee River and Maumee Bay as well as the Confided Disposal Facilities that store 
much of the dredged materials.  A spokesperson from the Toledo Port Authority and/or 
US Army Corp of Engineers will be onboard to lead the tour.

Hertzfeld Poultry Operation 
 

 
 
 
Hertzfeld Poultry is a permitted livestock facility regulated by the Ohio Department of 
Agriculture, housing approximately 700,000 laying hens.  Is has an egg processing 
facility that cleans and packages the eggs for sale.  Waste water from the processing 
facility is “cleaned” by a series of wastewater treatment ponds.  A manure composting 
facility also processes some of the manure for resale.  It is a unique family owned 
operation that approaches modern problems with old fashioned common sense.

** Solar Panels at the University of Toledo 
 
Presenting the “Urban Breakers” in Toledo.  Come join us on a tour of the urban interface 
in Toledo as redevelopment highlights the banks of the Maumee River.  We will travel to 
the Ottawa River where a dam has been removed and also highlight a wetland inventory 
in the Ottawa River Watershed.  We will also see several constructions sites – for storm 
water practices and “green” building practices and Brownfield sites in the process of 
redevelopment.  On our journey we will also visit urban rain gardens and tour the Clean 
and Alternative Energy Incubator and solar panels at the University of Toledo.  The bus 
will also be traveling over the new Veteran’s Memorial Skyway - I-280 crossing – it’s a 
fantastic view.

Join us on the Jet Express  as we 
“put an Island in your life”  and 
visit Lake Erie’s third largest 
Island, historic South Bass or 
better know as Put-in-Bay .   South 
Bass Island is approximately 3.7 
miles long and 1.5 miles wide.  
Put-in-Bay, so named ever since 
Native Americans “put in at the 
bay” during their many journeys 
across Lake Erie. 

Water Quality/Historic Tour,  you 
will tour South Bass Island and 
also The Franz Theodore Stone 
Laboratory and Cooke’s Castle 
on Gibraltar Island.   This is the 
Lake Erie teaching and research  
laboratory of the Ohio Sea Grant 
College Program.  Created in 1895, Stone Laboratory is the nation's oldest freshwater 
biological field station and the Island Campus of The Ohio State University.  You’ll be 
stepping on board the Gibraltar III to watch a resi dent scientist demonstrate the 
study of water quality, plankton, benthos, and fish  using various sensors, 
samplers, and trawls.  We are also hoping that Kris tin Stanford (Dirtiest Jobs) will 
be available to share knowledge about the Lake Erie  Water Snake. 

After the schedule tour you’re free to wander the quaint downtown shops and visit
